After doing more research, I found that radiant panels could potentially work better than chilled beams
(since they would provide a greater cooling capacity, and therefore a fewer number of panels in each
space). | am currently looking into the possible use of the panels vs. the chilled beams, so it has set me
back some on the LEED calcs and starting the breadths. Also, after my discussion with Dr. Bahnfleth
last week, it seems as though I may not be able to accumulate as much information as would be
desired for an acoustical breadth, so I am leaning towards an electrical breadth instead, which would

consist of recalculating and loads and potentially resizing the panel boards. We also discussed

eliminating the demand controlled ventilation that I was previously thinking about keeping with the
new DOAS system, so this needed to be investigated and retaken into account for the

construction/operating costs that had already been started.
